Ft. Sumter, 1st Battle of Bull Run/Manassas, Battle of Antietam, Emancipation Proclamation, Battle of Vicksburg, Battle of Gettysburg, Gettysburg Address, Sherman’s March to the Sea, Lincoln’s Assassination, Appomattox Courthouse
For each battle/event, you should research the date and briefly (1-2 sentences) describe its significance. The timeline should be in chronological order (as it is above) and for each of the 10 events you should include a brief image which properly represents is significance. 
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
